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Brazil, Indonesia, Korea, Mexico, and South Africa reported emission goals directly in terms of BAU.  It is possible that their cuts look large in part because the BAU that they have in mind for themselves is higher than the baseline that international models would predict.
Note:  This graph comes from ongoing joint research by Valentina Bosetti and Jeff Frankel.
When the emission targets that had been agreed among Annex I countries at Kyoto in 1997 were viewed on a similar graph, with BAU computed by a common international projections, they lined up fairly well along the regression line, with substantial progressivity.
