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Key Environmental Goal: Transition to a Sustainable Electricity Supply System

0 Power sector: largest U.S. industrial air polluter

0 Power sector air pollution impacts far outweigh
economic impacts (3% of GDP vs. 30-66% of major
air pollutants

0 Business as usual: power sector emissions expected to grow
substantially, esp. with early nuclear retirements

0 Strong evidence for substantial continued downward pressure on
atmospheric emissions - air toxics, sulfur dioxide, ozone, fine
particulates, greenhouse gasses

0 Even substantial gas repowering alone not sufficient to
achieve sustainable emission levels, even if acceptable
from price risk standpoint
