B Operations

— budget cutting efforts mean fewer inspections, larger backlogs,
shorter refueling outages and more online maintenance

— downsizing can result in experience walking out the door

— staggered lay-offs and longer working hours are killing morale

M Safety

— NRC says it cannot monitor safety levels at large utilities
-~ electric grid reliability may be reduced

— emergency planning & response may be degraded

M Public Accountability

— due to limited original involvement, with subsequent reductions,
public has little input in the decision-making process to lose during
restructuring
the Great Bay Power matter suggests that NRC wants to, but is
unable to, ensure adequate decommissioning funding
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
