- patent-spreading (aka technology transfer) regimes, particularly for developing countries, in the health sector, the agriculture sector and the energy sector. For example, issues related to technology transfer appear to be a sticking point in climate change negotiations and hence policy development in this area would be beneficial.  While, I suspect this is implicit in the bullet on liberalized trade and value chains it may be useful to specifically call it out;

- standards-developing organizations ("SDOs"). The consequences of incorrect decisions by SDOs can give rise to issues like: patent hold-ups; royalty stacking and patent ambushes. Again this point may well be covered in your point related to architectural importance of modulation, interoperation, platforms, and standards but given the issues that can arise from the adoption of inappropriate policies in this area, it may be useful to make this more explicit.
